World of Jazz

The World of Jazz takes students on a musical journey through America

and abroad. The presentation begins with an introduction to the basic
elements of music (melody, harmony, and rhythm). From there, the concept
of improvisation is discussed, and students have an opportunity to come up

with examples of how they improvise every day. LP And The Vinyl performs
musical excerpts throughout this presentation, highlighting early jazz music
from New Orleans, 1940’s bebop from New York, and the jazz influenced
sounds of bossa nova from Brazil. Students will come away with a greater
understanding of how cultures from all around the world helped to shape
jazz. This program is intended for elementary students, but can be modified
for middle school and high school.
